Let’s Talk Heart to Heart 
Those parishioners who joined others in the “Walk for Life” in San 
Francisco last Saturday became one of 35,000 attendees.  The 
majority of them were Catholics, but there were also Protestants 
from various denominations and other Christians.  We gathered at 
8:00 am in the church to receive Holy Communion and a special 
blessing for this “Walk”.  To each of them waiting for the bus in our 
parking lit I gave a small statue of “Baby Jesus” that was so 
appropriate at the moment even though Christmas is over.  Never 
the less this “Walk” had been set up to defend the right for life for 
the unborn.  It happened to be a very peaceful expression of human 
rights for life from the time of conception, likewise to speak out 
about misguidance of abortion.  It seems that the spirit of “Pro-Life” 
is enhanced in out nation, so that more Democrats as lawmakers in 
the House of Representatives and in the Senate, who are in 
majority, are also more opened for anti-abortion legislation.  
Consistence to the Gospel, persistence in prayers and insistence in 
peaceful movement helps to live the life in the Spirit and Truth. 
During the monthly parish Council meeting in January in “Pastor’s 
Report” I acknowledged the effort of “School of Faith” in recruiting 
us to deepen our faith formation.  This class ked by Father Octavio, 
a priest of Legionary of Christ order, is so successful so far, that we 
have offered the class twice a week, as a option for the convenience 
of attendees and teacher.  We can now choose the same class on 
Mondays or on Wednesdays at 6:30 pm.  The total number of 
attendees is 40.   There are 32 parishioners and 8 non parishioners 
from neighboring parishes. 
We are planning to have two classes during the year.  Each 
approximately for four months:  Winter, from January to April, and 
Fall from September to December.  The whole course ends in three 
or four years.  How much we study depends on our commitment.  
Would be we insistent to deepening our faith formation?
