 Let's Talk: "Heart to Heart "              
The current "Question of the Week" form this Sunday's 

Gospel is telling us that Jesus knows very well what is in our hearts, so 
"What does He say to us?"" However, we trust in His mercy and love so 
that we may receive His forgiveness. We need only to make an examina-
tion of our conscience, regret and repent.      

This coming Wednesday is the best opportunity to clean up our life 
through the Sacrament of Reconciliation. The Liturgy of the Penance at 
6:30 pm will help us to collect our thoughts in search of our conscience 
and finally, invited priests will hear our individual confession.       

Why is it so important for us to go to confession? On the course of 
time we become weak losing our strength, patience and endurance. We 
might commit sins that corrupt our love, make us unable to forgive or be 
incapable  of ridding ourselves of the slavery to sinful attitudes. So we 
need to talk w ith Jesus to restore our life. If we ask for forgiveness all our 
sins are forgiven. But if we don't ask, even the smallest of sin is not for-
given. And we cannot live with this burden on our conscience that is like 
a pollution in the environment of our life. Spiritual health is factored by 
forgiveness, love and trust in God. Being a Catholic we have this comfort 
to go to confession and start a new chart of life.      

Do we need a priest to hear our confession that is between us and 
God? A priest serves us as a guide. For those who are close to despair or 
very depressed without hope, a priest is leading us to the Father who is 
always longing for our coming back, or to the Divine Shepherd who is 
tireless to seek us and to find us. For those who are unaware of the  jeop-
ardy of committed sins, a priest is helping to be alert and regretful. For all 
of us, a priest is a witness of our remorse, a person to whom we can talk 
and a divine tool to convey a visible sign of God's forgiveness. Our indi-
vidual sins afflict our family and society, so a priest is a sign of reconcilia-
tion with our neighbors. 
     Our sins keep us from growing in a spiritual beauty of love. The Sacra-
ment of Reconciliation established by our Lord helps us to be back on the 
good track to rebuild our relationships with God, family and neighbor. It 
also liberates us from the trap of a self-centered life and makes us whole 
and renewed optimistically looking forward through faith.
