 Let's Talk: "Heart to Heart "                                     
Writing these thoughts on Wednesday, I anticpate 

the event of First Holy Communion that will occur in our parish on 
this Saturday. We believe that our second grade angels from school and religious 
education will be more angelic after receiving First Holy Communion and the 
Sacrament of Reconciliation prior to the Eucharist. They have been taught about 
the real presence of Jesus in the Eucharist. They learned how to find Jesus in the 
Church while attending Mass, and to behave good, loving one another. They 
have been told stories of and about Jesus and their commitment to the Lenten 
Stations of the Cross with the other students of our school was very moving. One 
of the children from the first grade told the teacher "Now, I feel the pain of Je-
sus."  The First Holy Communion time has been a very crucial for them, even 
though they still have to work very hard before they could be angels. I thank the 
teachers, catechists, parents and all parishioners for all the hard work. We 
should help them to keep this flame of faith in their hearts, before all, being the 
best example of life for them. Let's pray for them and for us.  
Continuing the medi tation upon the message of the Image: "Jesus I trust in 
You" I'd like to share with you another part of the reflection. 

A Call to Trust 
At the bottom of the Image of Divine Mercy should be inscribed the words: Je-
sus, I trust in You! This is not an optional-extra for this form of sacred art; Jesus 
Himself commanded that the Image bear this signature (Diary, #47). These 
words are important because they sum up for us the principal response that Je-
sus asks of us to His merciful love. Over and over again, Christ Jesus reassured 
St. Faustina of H is infinite trustworthiness. He told her: "I am offering people a 
vessel w ith which they are to keep coming for graces to the fountain of mercy. 
That vessel is this image with the signature: Jesus, I trust in you  (Diary, #327). 
The graces of My mercy are drawn by means of one vessel only, that is -trust. 
The more a soul trusts, the more it will receive" (Diary, #1578).  A lso, notice the 
way the signature at the bottom of the Image is phrased. It does not say, "Jesus, 
we trust in You," but "Jesus, I trust in You." It is meant to be personal. That is 
probably why Jesus referred to it as a signature rather than as an inscription 
(Diary, #47). By saying these words, "Jesus, I trust in You," each person is, so to 
speak, signing the Image himself w ith his own name. As Jesus said in the Gospel 
according to St. John, He calls His own sheep by name, and they know His 
voice :(Jn. 10:1-21). Through the Image and inscription, He calls each person by 
name. Each soul is precious in His sight, and He asks from each one a personal 
response of daily trust.
