 Let's Talk: "Heart to Heart "           
This coming Thursday, May 17th we have a liturgical feast: the 

Ascension of our Lord. This feast day has been moved to the follow-
ing Sunday in many dioceses in the U.S  and Europe. However, from this Thurs-
day we will start the Novena to the Holy Spirit and  will continue until May 
26th,  the Saturday before Pentecost Sunday . During this Novena we have the 
opportunity to ask the Holy Spirit to enrich our faith, to grow in Christian values 
and to help us in our many needs. The prayer we may use can be simple from 
our hearts or we may find special text from books of prayer. There is a copy of  
the  prayers of the Novena to the Holy spirit inserted in this weeks bulletin, or 
on line at www.ewtn.com/ devotionals/ pentecost/ seven.htm and print down a 
copy.      In our meditation upon the Jesus' Image of the Divine Mercy I am pre-
senting to you the final passage called: The Secret of the Image"       

The Image of the Divine Mercy was not meant to be merely a theological curi-
osity. Wherever His people live and struggle for faith and love, Jesus Christ in-
vites us to draw near to Him through this holy Image. He gave it to us as a true 
sacramental, a channel of graces flowing from the merciful Heart of Jesus. By 
gazing upon it, our hearts can be opened to His presence and power. The poten-
tial impact of such a sacred image upon the human soul is hard to define. One 
cannot exhaust the meaning and power of holy pictures in mere words. That is 
why we commonly say, even of secular images, that  a picture is worth a thou-
sand words. For the same reason, our Lord inspires the creation of sacred art: 
because a holy image can penetrate our hearts much more deeply than mere 
words could ever do. An authentic holy image communicates more than just a 
doctrinal message; through it we encounter the divine presence, and it awakens 
our deepest longing. Perhaps this s the secret behind the Image of The Divine 
Mercy. The fact is that, deep down inside, at the very center of the human soul, 
all people long for the same thing. In our hearts we want to see Jesus face to face, 
to return His loving gaze upon us, and to adore Him forever and ever. It is the 
deepest love-secret of our hearts: this restless yearning to be with Jesus. St. 
Augustine touched upon this longing when he wrote perhaps his most famous 
words: "You made us for Yourself, Lord, and our hearts will never find rest until 
they rest in You" (St. Augustine, Confessions, Book I, opening prayer).  Our 
heart's longing is to see Him face to face, to look into His deep and tender eyes 
and know that we are loved, forgiven, and blessed with Him for all eternity---
immersed, surrounded, and embraced by the light of H is glory. Truly, that is the 
underlying secret of the attractive power of the Image of The Divine Mercy: it 
has enabled countless souls, in joy and in sorrow, to see the glorious and merci-
ful Jesus, and to receive the graces of H is mercy. As such, it is a foretaste of 
heaven, a first light of dawn. May the Image unlock for all of us the secret of our 
heart's desire, that we may see the merciful Jesus now, through the Image, and 
in the world to come, behold the light of H is countenance, face to face, forever 
and ever.
