Let’s Talk: Heart to Heart  
Last week in the bulletin I wrote about the Divine Mercy 
Chaplet Ministry.  It was information about this ministry in 
our parish, likewise encouragement to use this ministry for the 
benefits of those who need prayer & God’s Mercy before all, 
and our human help & work afterward. 
I wrote this also thinking that some of us might have helped 
by being involved in this ministry.  I did not receive any feed 
back. 
The Divine Mercy Sunday approaches right after the Greatest 
liturgical events of the Holy Week crowned by the resurrection 
of Jesus Christ on Easter.  Sunday after Easter, the Catholic 
Church celebrates the Divine Mercy Streaming down on us 
from the wounded body of the resurrected Christ.  In his 
wounds we have salvation. 
To obtain this treasure of God’s Mercy we build on our faith in 
Jesus and trust In Him.  Nine days before Devine Mercy 
Sunday – on Good Friday we would like to start a Novena  It 
w ill be nine days of Prayer by the Chaplet to ask for the Grace 
of renewal of our trust, faith, charity, hope and love. 
For your convenience, likewise for learning, I’d like to 
facilitate to show how powerful words of this prayer are and 
how we should pray the chaplet. 
Taking the Rosary, on the beads that we use to say “ Our 
Father” we say “ Eternal Father, I offer you the Body and 
Blood, Soul and Divinity of Your Dearly Beloved Son, Our 
Lord, Jesus Christ, in atonement for our sins and those of the 
whole world” .  On the beads that we use to say “ Hail Mary” 
we say “ For the sake of His sorrowful Passion, have mercy on 
us and on the whole world.” .  On the beads that we use to say 
“ Glory be to the Father”  We say “ Holy God, Holy Mighty 
One, Holy Immortal One, have mercy on us and on the whole 
world.  Jesus I trust in You”.

Transplant Update 

After nearly a year of dialysis treatments and nine months of 
waiting for a kidney transplant, word came the day after 
Presidents' Day that the UC Davis Medical Transplant Center 
agreed to proceed with testing of my living donor, Victor 
Herrera.  The following Monday Victor underwent a blood 
antigen test that came back at the end of the week with the 
confirmation that we are a blood tissue match, making him 
eligible to be my living donor.  A ll things being compatible 
that means the transplant should occur just several weeks 
from now.  Victor and I await notification of all the remaining 
details and the date of the transplant. I share this update with 
you to inform you and to thank you.  Thank You for your 
prayers, solidarity and support this past year and for standing 
by me as the waiting period unfolded. Victor also appreciates 
your prayers and good wishes and has asked me to extend his 
gratitude to you for remembering him.  I w ill communicate 
more once the date is set.......
