Let’s Talk… 
Someone who has graduated from the University w ith a M.A. 
on Catholic Theology was asked by someone: “ How much 
money will you make from your education?”  “ I studied 
Theology not to make money but to be a saint, that in my faith 
I may say “Yes” to God anytime in my life” was the answer. 
A ll of us are called to grow in faith and say “ Yes” to Jesus, to 
get along with His way of managing our life.  We trust in His 
Love so we are not afraid to say “ YES”.  Today’s Sunday, 
Divine Mercy Sunday reminds us how important it is to trust 
in God every moment, faithfully carrying our cross.  If we offer 
our life to Jesus we may expect His work of Divine Providence 
in each moment of our life.  Don’t worry!  Only trust in Him.  
We have to learn how to trust in Him in small things, that 
finally we will be faithful to trust in the big events. 
On Monday we celebrate the Feast of Annunciation, that was 
moved this year from March 25th because of the Easter Octave.  
In this Scene of Annunciation, the Blessed Virgin Mary gave 
the lesson to all mankind how to trust and how to love God.  Is 
it possible to follow the trust of the Mother of Jesus?  Our faith, 
with all our human fragility, answers: “Yes” .
